Instruction for presentations at the Sigtuna meeting
The organizing committee wishes to thank you on behalf of The Swedish Intensive Care Society (SIS) for agreeing to hold your presentation at our meeting. Here are some instructions to assist you in making the whole process smooth.
Please bring your presentation on an USB-memory stick, preferably in the form of a PowerPoint presentation. Please do not use your own computer.
It would be greatly appreciated if you would bring a PDF version of your presentation that is edited for presentation on our home page for a few weeks after the meeting. We know from previous meetings that this is much appreciated by the audience. The PDF version should neither contain material that has not yet been published nor pictures/media where persons can be identified that have not given written consent to publication on the web.
Hints for PowerPoint presentations:
· If you use non-standard PowerPoint or Windows fonts make sure you bring them along.
· Do not use links to presentations or media files on your own computer.
· Use 24-point font size to make text easily legible.
· Use high contrast colours between background and text.
Apple Macintosh Users:
Certain Mac media formats are not accepted by PowerPoint, such as image files in the *.tiff format or movie files in the *.mov format. Also media files encoded with Quicktime may not run. Please convert them to *.jpg format for pictures and a Microsoft supported *.mpg or *.avi format for movie files. Apple Keynote or Adobe acrobat users can save their presentation to the *.jpg format and import it in Power Point.
Audio-Visual:
If you have additional media in your presentation like a short movie or sound fragments, include them in the PowerPoint file. Longer movies should be submitted in DVD format. The laptop in the auditorium is connected to a sound system to play sound when required.
